W:Today’s lecture is about Manga. It is one aspect of Japanese pop culture, that is
spreading around the world. Manga is the Japanese word for “comics” and “print
cartoons”. Manga developed from a mixture of ukiyo-e and foreign styles of drawing.
Manga took its current form shortly after World War II. It enjoys enormous popularity
in Japan. Nearly 40 percent of published material is Manga, accounting for more than
20 percent of total sales. This translates into annual sales of 300 million Manga
magazines and 460 billion yen in sales. As of 2006, Manga represents a $5 billion global
market.

Japanese Manga differs from American comic books in several ways. One is length.
In the United States, comic books tend to be very short, while in Japan Manga can be
several hundred pages long. Another difference is that Manga stories usually have
complex characters that are suited to both children and adults. The characters may
have some powers, but they also have weaknesses. American comic books tend to have
super heroes who always win out over their evil enemies. While popular among kids,
American comics are unable to keep people’s attention as they grow older and become
adults.
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
